3.        Purpose of the Transportation Disadvantaged (TD) Program including the
           Transportation Disadvantaged Service Plan (TDSP) - brochure provided by staff

Wendy Scott described the overall purpose of the Transportation Disadvantaged (TD) Program in Florida utilizing the Commission for the Transportation Disadvantaged (CTD) brochure entitled Helping People Connect.   In particular, she talked about brochure Section 5 (How Can You Help?).  She related a recent tag office experience encountered by her family where there was a great deal of difficulty donating to the TD Voluntary Dollar Program at time of registration renewal due to software problems.  She stated that her family’s donation ($4 which was $1 for each of 4 registrations in late December 2019) was only the fourth one obtained by the County for the entire 2019 calendar year.  She promised to follow up with TD staff regarding this issue.

She stated that more detailed information on the TD program would be provided to members during Agenda Item 6 - Overview of the LCB Process (Annual Training) of the regular quarterly LCB meeting.  She noted that the regular meeting would begin immediately following the LCB Public Meeting.
